If the bonds are approved they will be payable from taxes on property or property ownership that are not subject to the limits of sections 11 and 11b, Article 
XI of the Oregon Constitution,

The District has been awarded a $4 million state grant contingent on the approval and Issuance of these general obligation bonds. Bond and grant funds are expected to fund capital costs, 
including: 

- Safety Improvements at all schools, including secure entries and key card systems to better control access. 
- Energy efficiency Improvements at all schools, including upgrading heating and ventilation systems. 
- Improvements to accommodate Grades 7 -12 at union High School. 
- Improvements to the district gymnasium and athletic complex. 
- Improvements to the district SE Miller and IF Hutchinson Buildings to accommodate Grades K - 6. 
- Fund site improvements, demolition, furnishings and equipment, and bond issuance costs. 

A local oversight committee would be established to ensure proceeds are used for purposes indicated. 

Bonds would mature In not to exceed 21 years from issuance. The estimated average tax rate is $1.10 per $1,000 of assessed property value over the life of the bonds. Actual levy rate may 
differ due to changes in interest rates and/or assessed value,
